VARIOUS BY-LAW INFRINGEMENTS ETC.
With the 2008 league season well underway and with 5 matches completed, it has come to our attention that there are various infringements (unintentionally or not) of the by-laws on a regular basis.
It unfortunately makes the management of the by-laws very difficult, and puts a tremendous administrative burden on our administrator, Sonica Fritz, and to a certain extent, the management committee as well.

We would like to highlight specific areas of concern, and direct an overall request to all our clubs to please strictly abide to the by-laws. This would make our time and duties far less complicated, and would contribute greatly to lightening our workload.

Postponement of matches:
Matches must be played on the fixture date, and clubs or players may not arrange amongst themselves to play at a different time and date. An earlier time on the same date is allowed. Unfortunately the ladies league teams are the main culprit in this instance.
Only players that participate in other squash events may get permission to play their matches at another time, provided that NSA receives a written request at least a week in advance. Telephone calls, sms’s or voice mail messages, a day or so before the event, is not acceptable. Such written request must be emailed or faxed to our office.
As we experienced with the recent doubles tournament, players participating in this week-end’s tournament in Durbanville, did not apply for permission in time. For now, NSA will agree to such matches being played on alternative dates, provided that their opponents are duly notified, and that the match is played before the scheduled fixture or within 14 days after the fixture. Please note that such permission will be limited to a maximum of two (2) consecutive ties only.
Future requests must please be in accordance with the by-laws. 
Incorrect/incomplete and late score sheets:
At present, close to 50% of the score sheets received after each league night, are either incomplete, filled-in incorrectly or received late.
As a result thereof, Sonica has to check each score sheet, search around for the missing details, or chase up outstanding sheets, thus adding an unnecessary burden to her already heavy workload. Where names or NSF numbers have obviously been omitted, no results are captured, but to date we have not applied penalty points accordingly.

As from league week 6, we will be implementing the applicable by-laws strictly and penalty points will be applied across the board.

We trust that you will communicate the contents of this letter to all your members, and thank you for your co-operation in advance.
